The focus for the 2008-2009 school year is going to be youth MINISTRY not just youth group.  
A subtle change in words, but a significant change in practice.  While we have done a good job 
of this in the past, it is now time to stretch and move beyond a simple social group and into the 
adventure of following Christ on a daily basis.  A youth ministry still implies that we are a group, 
but a group with a significant purpose and calling.  One of the focus verses for this year is going 
to be Romans 12:1 “Therefore, I urge you brothers, in view of God’s mercy, to offer your bodies 
as living sacrifices2 ”            

 
With that in mind, we are planning service projects once a month, starting in October, for all 
youth AND parents.  In addition, we will provide opportunities for spiritual retreats 5 times this 
year.  The first one comes up on October 12-13th for Senior Highers and will focus on “Why Do 
I Have To Be Different?: Living the Christian Life”.  9-12th graders will also be able to attend a 
mid-week Bible Study, meeting each Wednesday from 7-8:30 pm.  Deeper will start out with 
the study, “The Justice Mission”.  One Saturday a month, all youth are invited to my house for a 
Pancake Breakfast.  Throughout the year we will be looking at what different books of the Bi-
ble while enjoying chocolate chip pancakes!   
 
We can also look forward to the return of some of the favorites from over the last 5 years2.
